hence they get delayed. 

3.3 Students are disrespectful towards drivers, they even resort to swearing, 

and physical abuse 

3.4 If buses don’t stop at undesignated stops, they block the buses. 

3.5 Students don’t show bus coupons and ID’s and have been vandalizing 

buses ( last case on 26/10/08, Sunday at Kajang KTM, 10 pm, DAB 2809) 

4. Drivers to be instructed not to talk to students and not  to wait for students on 

campus when the bus is leaving. 

5. Weekend buses are usually packed and late, more than 30 mins late usually 

6. If students call saying that they are at the Serdang bus stop, the buses can wait for 

up to 5 to 10 minutes. Prior to coming to ktm, buses should stop and park at New 

Era College.
